Fedeal Goremment.



The NIH endewors to acque nev knovledg to help pavent,
detectdiaggnoseand ted disease and dishty, from the arest gnetic
disoder to the common coldl'’he NIH mission is to “uncer nev
knowledg tha will lead to better healtbrfeveryone”’

The NIH is responsile for estalishing guidelines tha
reseashels nmust meet in aer to eceve Fedeal funding In August,
2000,the NIH violded its evn mission stament wen it eleased
guidelinesdr stem celleseash tha alloved the Edeal funding of
reseach tha involves the eperimentdon upon and intentional
destuction oflive human Haies donged lyin vitofertilization dinics®

One of the Ilgitimde responsibilities ahe institution ofcwil
govemment is to povide potection br the people o Ive under its
jurisdiction(Romans 13:4)he govemment also has thesponsibility
to administer justicéDeuteonony 21). Therefore, by condoning the
killing of innocent human beingasen in the ediest stges of
developmentthe NIH beteyed its noke and God-gen pupose of
being a ghide of protection and justiceifthose under its authority

On August 92001 President GegeW. Bush issued an historic
order tha fedeal tax monies could not fund stem cedksch tha
would irvolve the futher destuction of human emlyos However,
Bush did all for experiment@ion on «isting stem cell lines to contn
to be funded. Since therthe NIH has in@ased theumber ofstem
cell lines qualifyingif Fedeal funds fom sixty to seenty-eight®

In August2002the NIH purchased the rights to use borged
fetal cell linedr the manfactue of vaccines, exploiting the rarder
of the innocentdr financial gin. Then,two months lger, NIH
“biomedical ethicisDanW. Brod pulicly staed th&a America wuld
benett from aorting the tind and the diséed?!?

Based on its poordtk recod concening espect and ptection
of innocent human éfthe NIH is a gvemmental geng thd requies

In Vitro Fertilization

In vitofertilization is literally, concgtion “in the vial, or petri
dish. Babies poduced this gy ae often eferred to as “test tube lbias’
IVF has become an apted method ofconcetion for otherwise
infertile couples It allovs a wman to bearhildren tha are tue
biological ofspring ofher and/or her husbandVF is an gpensie
procedue tha can tak an emotional toll on thegspectie paents
especiallthe motherCouples usugltonsider IVF as a last desgger
resot to having a &mily and then oglafter all other &drts have failed.
However, with infertility aflicting one in elen American couplé&s
the despetion is becoming widegad. Advances in@netic testing
have maden vitoa populareproduction methodadr those wo want
to avoid producing hildren with @netic diseases who wish to
improve their ofsprings dances ofreceving the bestanetic taits
the paents hge to ofer. IVF is also becoming neocommonyt used
for homosexual procreatiéh.

To beagin the IVF pocessthe woman is gen kttility drugs to
increase the pduction ofova, or gggs She then ost undego a
hawesting pocedue This pocedue is &penste and dfiicult for the
woman,so doctos d infertility dinics will gneally havest moe ova
than will be needed to minimithe bances thahawvesting will hee
to be epeded.

It is estimged thain 1999 alonepproximéaely 170,000 human
embros died in the pcess ol VF atempts'® It can be assumed tha
this rumber on} inceases ehgearas moe and maz IVF tredments
are attempted.

After the “quality’embros ae selecte@d rumber ofthem ae
then intoduced into the @mars womb while the emaining lzildren
are frozen and stad. If none ofthe embyos implant in the &l of
the uteus the stoed embyos ae thaved and implanted until a
pregnany is fnally abieved. If these tiempts &il,a woman mg begin
the pocess @ain with the haesting andeftilizing of yet moe &gs

IVF labs ae highy concemed with theirates ofsuccessSince
the IVF process is costly and stressful, couples tend to select faciliti
based on their pegntge of successeslhis motvaes IVF l&s to
hawvest moe @gs than & neededgrede moe embyos than a
necessgrand intoduce mag embyos into the wmh with the hopes
tha a least one will implant ancepeve their succesdaes

To impove the implant&on rate, some IVF |lbBs hae resoted
to gowing the nely creded bdies on the suates ofcov (bovine)
uteruses The contact with thegwth hormones on the eouteuses
somehw increases the empar's dancesdr implantdon. However,
this method is upgroved and conaversial.The FDA consides this
human gperimentaon and mandas tha children who hare been
exposed to bane tissues in thissywbe tadked Dr life and banned
from dondéing Hood or ogans br fear thathey mag transmit mad
cow disease or some other a$ yndetected ass-species wair
infection'’ Because IVFlioics ae lagely unegulded,thee is ery
little to stop lbs from dangrous eperimentdon of this naure on
live human embos
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Often moe than one oy will implant during the IVF pcess
While twins and tripletseausuajl hapily anticipted,sometimes so
mary embyos will implant thathe doctos consider it a sigiti&nt
physical risk to the healtBuwival of ary of the boies “Pregnany
reduction”is then ecommendedThis means thahe plysician will
strategicaly dort a few of the gowing baies in oder to incease the
womars dances otarying ag to tem.
